


SPILL KIT OIL
15 Litres

STEP 1
Identify spilt liquid and check compatibility of spill kit.

STEP 2
Ensure correct Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) is worn in-line with company procedures. Some items may be included 

in your spill kit.

STEP 3
Contain the liquid from spreading by placing socks or booms around the spill.

STEP 4
Cordon off spill area to prevent pedestrians from slipping on the liquid spill.

STEP 5
Soak up spill using relevant absorbent cushions and pads. Repeat until all liquid has been retrieved.

STEP 6
Remove the contaminated cushions and pads, then place in disposal waste bags provided. These should be clearly labelled. 

Disposal should be carried out in accordance with company procedures.

STEP 7
Re-cover the spill area with appropriate Bioremediation product to remove residual

hydrocarbons and prevent staining.

Usage procedure

WHEN A LIQUID SPILL OCCURS

�‡  If fire or medical attention is required, contact your supervisor or call the emergency services. Warn all people nearby and 
�‡  evaluate area as necessary.
�‡  Evaluate the toxicity, flammability and other hazardous properties of the liquid from a safe distance. If spill is identified as 
�‡  flammable or volatile. Polymers can be applied to volatile hydrocarbons to reduce flammable vapours. Immediately warn 
�‡  everyone, control all potential ignition sources and ventilate the area.
�‡  Stop the spill at the source (repair leak, turn off source, path or plug the source). Upright any overturned vessel.
�‡  Follow the 7 Step procedure to contain and clean up the spilled liquid. Use correct Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) 
�‡  depending on the liquid that has been spilled. Only trained and certified individuals should attempt clean-up of hazardous, 
�‡  volatile, toxic or unknown liquids.
